




SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINES & APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

Scholarships offered through the Southwest Florida Community Foundation have been made possible by 
the generosity of donors who help students like you plan their post-secondary education.  Scholarship 
Funds at the Community Foundation can be set up to benefit students from specific geographic areas or 
schools, attending certain post-secondary institutions, or entering certain fields of study. Each scholarship 
has specific eligibility criteria which were defined by the donor when the fund was established. Please look 
at each scholarship for information regarding specific eligibility requirements, scholarship dollar amount 
and whether the scholarship is for one year or four years of higher education.

THE APPLICATION PROCESS

Each scholarship request must have a separate application form with its own accompanying support 
documents if the student is applying for more than one scholarship.

Scholarship applications must be at the Foundation office by the deadline date. Hand-delivered applications 
as well as mailed applications must be received at the Foundation office no later than 4:00 pm on the 
deadline date. No applications will be accepted after the deadline. 

GUIDELINES FOR SUBMITTED APPLICATION
Submit flat in an unsealed 10x13 envelope (DO NOT fold to fit a #10 business envelope)•	
NO covers or folders of any kind with the application•	
NO staples, paper clips only•	
If applying for multiple scholarships, submit all applications unfolded in the same envelope•	
No faxed applications accepted•	

THE DETERMINATION PROCESS
Scholarship recipients are selected based upon the specific criteria made by each fund’s donor. Each 
scholarship application is reviewed for completion of all required elements. 

Every application is reviewed by a member of the Community Foundation’s Volunteer Scholarship Reading 
Committee. Incomplete applications will not be considered for a scholarship nor be forwarded to the 
Reading Committee for review. Some scholarships also require a personal interview (applicants applying for 
those scholarships will be notified and an appointment will be scheduled).

After all applications are reviewed and interviews completed, the Foundation’s Board of Trustees will review 
all recommendations and approve the scholarship awards.

NOTIFICATION OF AWARDS
Winners of each scholarship will be notified by mail in May. 

PAYMENT OF AWARDS
Mail or fax a copy of your registration with your student ID and school address. Payments are mailed directly 
to the school’s financial aid office before the beginning of each school year. Checks are made payable to the 
school and not to the individual recipient.

Directions to Office
From Cape Coral: Take Cape Coral Parkway East over the Cape Coral 
Bridge (Portions Toll).  Cape Coral Parkway East becomes College 
Parkway.  Go through the light at Riverwalk and immediately get into 
left turn lane to turn into the Fountain Court Office Complex.  At the 
fountain, go towards the right and take your first right.  Then take an 
immediate left and park.  Building 8260 will be on your left, and the 
Southwest Florida Community Foundation is in Suite 101.

From Naples/Bonita Springs: Follow US-41 North to Fort Myers.  Pass 
Daniels Parkway and Bell Tower Shops.  Turn left onto College Parkway.  
After passing through the light at Whiskey Creek, prepare to turn right 
into the Fountain Court Office Complex.  At the fountain, go towards 
the right and take your first right.  Then take an immediate left and 
park.  Building 8260 will be on your left, and the Southwest Florida 
Community Foundation is in Suite 101.

From Punta Gorda/Port Charlotte: Merge onto I-75 South towards 
Naples.  Take the Colonial Boulevard/FL-884 W Exit (136) toward Fort 
Myers.  Turn left onto Fowler Street.  Stay straight to go onto Boy Scout 
Drive and veer to the left onto Summerlin Road South.  Turn right onto 
College Parkway. After passing through the light at Whiskey Creek, 
prepare to turn right into the Fountain Court Office Complex.  At the 
fountain, go towards the right and take your first right.  Then take an 
immediate left and park.  Building 8260 will be on your left, and the 
Southwest Florida Community Foundation is in Suite 101.

From Hendry/Glades: Take FL-80 W and merge onto I-75 South toward 
Naples. Take the Colonial Boulevard/FL-884 W Exit (136) toward Fort 
Myers.  Turn left onto Fowler Street.  Stay straight to go onto Boy Scout 
Drive and veer to the left onto Summerlin Road South.  Turn right onto 
College Parkway. After passing through the light at Whiskey Creek, 
prepare to turn right into the Fountain Court Office Complex.  At the 
fountain, go towards the right and take your first right.  Then take an 
immediate left and park.  Building 8260 will be on your left, and the 
Southwest Florida Community Foundation is in Suite 101.

Q.	 What is a personal essay?

A.	 This is a personal statement. It can include 
achievements, setbacks, why a career path was 
chosen, goals, skills, extracurricular activities, etc. 
This letter explains to the reader who you are. 
Minimum of 2 pages.

Q.	 Who can write a letter of recommendation?

A.	 A teacher, pastor, coach, etc. Anyone with some level 
of authority who has known you at least 6 months.

Q.	 What kind of “Financial Need Documentation” do 
you need?

A.	 A copy of pages 1 and 2 of the household income 
tax return or proof of student meal discount 
at school. (Financial documentation is kept 
confidential.) Please delete or mark out social 
security numbers.

Q.	 What kind of proof do you need for parent’s 
immigration status?

A.	 Please provide a copy of his or her birth certificate or 
green card.

Q.	 Does the transcript have to be official?

A.	 No. We will accept an unofficial transcript, but it 
cannot be downloaded from the internet.

Q.	C an I send in my documentation separately?

A.	 No. This delays the processing of your scholarship 
application. An application will not be processed 
without all documents submitted.

Q.	 Do you accept applications after the deadline?

A.	 No.

Q.	 How do I receive my scholarship check?

A.	 Mail or fax a copy of your registration with your 
student ID and school address to us. A check will be 
mailed to your school.
